39-week programme aimed at: at-risk aged 17-30 with sessions including gangs/county lines referred by Community Safety Partners in/around Watford area.

16 weeks diversionary activities aimed at young people aged 13-19 with discussion sessions including gangs/county lines in Welwyn Hatfield.
