The Police and Crime Commissioner has agreed to:
· Approve the rollout of 200 SelectaDNA property‑marking kits, 40 detection kits, and expanded signage to support wider deployment across rural Hertfordshire.
· Progress the initiative following a successful pilot by ROST, which reported no thefts of marked property and increased community confidence.
· Deliver enhanced crime‑prevention capability in response to strong public demand and evidence of a clear deterrent effect.
· Total cost: £8,508. Funding source: Existing grant budget allocations
The rollout will strengthen rural crime prevention activity and improve community reassurance.
